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ZAMFARA INEC INAUGURATES COMMITTEE ON REVIEW AND CREATION OF NEW POLLING UNITS 

The Independent National Electoral Commission (INEC) in Zamfara State has inaugurated an 11-man Committee saddled with the responsibility of reviewing existing polling units with a view to relocating existing ones where necessary, and allocating the additional 1,163 assigned the state out of the 30,000 newly created polling units in the country.

While speaking at the inauguration, The Resident Electoral Commissioner (REC) for Zamfara state, Jibrin Ibrahim Zarewa, noted that the Commission’s decision to review, relocate and create additional polling units was borne out of the desire to decongest polling units across the country, allow for more accessibility and smoothen the conduct of elections in the country.

The REC said “the Commission exhaustively looked at the large numbers of persons registered in all 120,000 polling units in Nigeria. The number of registered voters in some polling units was so large that    the conduct of elections in such places became cumbersome, tiring, congestive, tedious and long”.

He directed that the Committee should look at all the existing polling units with a view to recommending the new polling units, relocating existing and new ones in line with the Commission’s guidelines, where by polling units would be relocated in public places to replace places NOT allowed as they fall short of international best practices.

INEC FIXES SEPT. 20TH FOR PROMOTION EXAMS
